TERMS OF THE AWARD

The Zon Fleckenstein Memorial Scholarship will be given annually to graduating seniors planning to further
their education at any accredited trade or technical school, college or university.

Selection will be based on merit with a preference for students who have a record of demonstrated volun-
teerism. Applicants should:

PAYMENT OF AWARD

The award will be forwarded to students in time for their second semester tuition once the first semester
grade transcript, verifying at least a 2.0 GPA, is received by the sponsors.

+ An academic transcript from McKeesport Area High School complete through the first semester of the
senior year.
+ A typed essay of at least 300 words about why you should receive this award. Please include a reference
to your volunteer activity, explaining how it impacts you and the organization(s) to which you donate
your time.
