ABOUT THE MARLENE KELLER FARKAS MEMORIAL AWARD

The award was established in 2001 by family members to honor the memory of Marlene Keller Farkas, who devot-
ed countless hours to helping her fellow citizens take advantage of every opportunity available to them for
achievement and advancement in life. She tutored many students and often guided them in filling out applica-
tions for additional education or employment. A dedicated volunteer in the community, Mrs. Farkas was a member
of numerous community organizations. She was a 1941 graduate of McKeesport High School. After serving in the
Waves in World War I, she earned her undergraduate degree at the University of Pittsburgh in 1948. A wife and
mother, Mrs. Farkas died on June 30, 1974.

TERMS OF THE AWARD

The Marlene Keller Farkas Memorial Award of $1,000 will be given annually to one graduating senior at
McKeesport Area High School intent on furthering his/her education at a college, university or technical
school.

SELECTION CRITERIA

Selection will be based on a combination of merit and need. Applicants should:
+ Have a record of demonstrated community service and/or volunteerism.
*+ Have a record of sustained academic effort.
+ Demonstrate a financial need.

SELECTION PROCEDURE

The Selection Committee will review all complete applications based on the above criteria. The winner will
be notified in May.

PAYMENT OF AWARD

The award will be forwarded to the student once he/she provides proof of enroliment at a college, univer-
sity or technical school.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE

Students must complete both sides of this application and submit:
+ An academic transcript from McKeesport Area High School complete through the first
semester of the senior year.
* A copy of the SAR (Student Aid Report form) showing the Expected Family Contribution
(EFC) as your financial information.
+ A one-page essay about why you should receive this award. Attach essay to application.

NOTE: You must complete all portions of the applications.
Incomplete applications will not be considered.

Submit completed application, with essay attached, to your guidance counselor by Wednesday,
March 31, 2010.
